Adobe Home Use Program Guidelines 


The Adobe JELA does not allow for a Home Use Program (HUP) for personal use;
however, it does contain provisions for Army personnel to utilize Adobe
software for official government business.  The contract allows Army
Commands to install the Enterprise-wide tools, which for End Users includes
Acrobat Pro and LiveCycle Server, on an unlimited number of devices for use
by military, civilian and contractor personnel.  The contract also permits
Army Commands to install the Creative Cloud family of apps on up to five (5)
devices belonging to a named user (with specific limitations). 

For Army Users who are authorized to telework by their Command, this would
include those devices as approved by the Command for telework purposes.  For
military and civilian personnel, this would require an official telework
agreement to be in place; and for contractors, their contract would need to
stipulate they are approved to work from alternate locations.  The Adobe
JELA allows these individuals to install the Adobe software for official
government business on the equipment covered under the telework agreement,
or in support of the contract, while assigned to and authorized by the
Command.
